ACTION REQUESTED:

Approval and execution of Agreement between Orange County, Florida and City of Apopka, Florida
(Northwest Recreation Complex 2710 Jason Dwelley Parkway, Apopka, FL 32712). (Arts and Cultural
Affairs Office)

PROJECT: City of Apopka, Florida (Northwest Recreation Complex 2710 Jason Dwelley Parkway,
Apopka, FL 32712)

PURPOSE: On November 29, 2016, the Board adopted Ordinance No. 2016-30 (“Ordinance”), which
amended the County’s Tourist Development Plan to authorize funding from available unallocated
Tourist Development Tax (TDT) revenue for legally authorized capital projects and events pursuant to
a grant application process set forth in Section 25-147 of the Orange County Code (Code). Pursuant
to the Ordinance, on October 31, 2017, the Board adopted Resolution No. 2017-M-44, which
established the Tourist Development Tax Application Review Committee (ARC) to serve in an
advisory capacity to the Board by evaluating applications for excess TDT revenue funding pursuant
to established application review criteria and to make recommendations on same. At the September
13, 2024, ARC meeting, the ARC considered an application from City of Apopka for excess TDT
revenue and performed an evaluation of the proposal. The City of Apopka requested up to
$13,100,000 for the construction and improvement of the softball fields, amphitheater, and ancillary
facilities at the City’s Northwest Recreation Complex (the complex and collectively the “Complex
Project”). Following its evaluations of the grant application, the ARC approved recommending the
funding request to the Orange County Tourist Development Council (TDC). On September 27, 2024,
the TDC recommended the funding request to the Board. Then, on October 29, 2024, the Board
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approved the funding request recommended by ARC and TDC and directed staff to develop funding
agreements. The City of Apopka has executed the agreement, which will allow the City of Apopka to
access these previously granted funds which are Board approved. The use of TDT revenues for
auditoriums and museums is authorized pursuant to section 125.0104(5)(a)1.b. and c., Florida
Statutes, respectively. If approved, the Comptroller will disburse TDT funds in accordance with the
terms of the funding agreement.

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into as of the date of last execution below, by
and between ORANGE COUNTY, a charter county and political subdivision of the State of
Florida, (“County”), and CITY OF APOPKA, a Florida municipal corporation (“City”).

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the County currently collects the tourist development taxes authorized by
Section 125.0104(3)(c), (d), and (m), Florida Statutes (“Tourist Development Tax” or “TDT”)
and authorized uses of such Tourist Development Tax include the extension, remodeling, repair,
improvement, maintenance, and promotion of sports stadiums / arenas and coliseums that are
publicly owned and operated and open to the public within the county in which such tax is
levied; and

WHEREAS, on November 29, 2016, the Orange County Board of County
Commissioners (“Board”) adopted Ordinance No. 2016-30, as amended from time to time
(“Ordinance”), which amended the Tourist Development Plan to authorize funding from legally
available unallocated TDT revenue for legally authorized capital projects and events pursuant to
a grant application process set forth in Section 25-147 of the Orange County Code (“Code”)
which grant applications would be considered by the County’s TDT Application Review
Committee (“ARC”); and

WHEREAS, one of the requirements in the FY 2024 — FY 2028 TDT ARC funding
application was that the request had to be for a capital project for a dollar amount in excess of $2
million and up to and including $15 million toward a project for the acquisition, construction,
expansion, enlargement, renovation, and equipping of eligible facilities; and

WHEREAS, City applied for TDT capital funding in the amount of Thirteen Million
One Hundred Thousand Dollars ($13,100,000.00) for the construction and improvement of the
softball fields, amphitheater, and ancillary facilities at the City’s Northwest Recreation Complex
(the “Complex” and collectively, the “Complex Project”), all of which are authorized
expenditures pursuant to the Local Option Tourist Development Act, § 125.0104, Florida
Statutes (2024); and



WHEREAS, City is a Florida municipal corporation and the property upon which the
Complex sits is owned by the City; and

WHEREAS, on September 13, 2024, the ARC recommended approval of the City’s
application to the Tourist Development Council (“TDC?); and

WHEREAS, on September 27, 2024, the TDC recommended approval of City’s
application; and

WHEREAS, on October 29, 2024, the Board approved the ARC grant recipients,
including City’s Complex Project, subject to the execution of a funding agreement containing
certain specific terms before the end of Fiscal Year 2025.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and conditions
contained herein, the County and CITY agree as follows:

1. Recitals. The recitals set forth above are true and correct and are incorporated
herein and made a part of this Agreement.

2. County Contribution. Subject to all terms and conditions set forth in this
Agreement, the County agrees to contribute a total aggregate amount not to exceed Thirteen
Million One Hundred Thousand Dollars ($13,100,000.00) solely from Fiscal Year 2024-2028
Excess TDT Revenue (“County Contribution”). For purposes of this Agreement, “Excess TDT
Revenue™ shall mean those TDT revenues appropriated by the Board in 2024 in the amount of
$15,000,000.00 per year beginning in Fiscal Year 2024 through Fiscal Year 2028 for capital
projects that apply for and are recommended for funding from the ARC pursuant to Section 25-
147 of the Code.

3. Restrictions on Use of County Contribution. City shall use the County
Contribution only to pay for capital costs associated with the construction and improvement of
the Complex as described in City’s “Orange County Tourist Development Tax Grant Application
dated April 29, 2024” (the “Grant Application”) and attached hereto as EXHIBIT “A”.
Capital costs shall include construction, design, and engineering expenses, and furnishings,
fixtures, and equipment related to the scope of the Complex Project. The County Contribution
shall not be used for construction cost overruns, operating costs; or maintenance costs of any
fype whatsoever in connection with the construction or operation of the Complex. Furthermore,
the County Contribution shall not be used or pledged to secure any debt whatsoever.

4. Limitations on County's Obligation. The County's obligation to make the
County Contribution shall not constitute a lien on Tourist Development Taxes and will not be on
parity with any existing or future debt of the County. The obligations of the County under this
Agreement are limited solely to Excess TDT Revenue and no general fund revenues or other
funds whatsoever of the County are obligated. Nothing provided herein shall obligate or require
the County to levy any ad valorem taxes, fees, or assessments whatsoever. This Agreement and
any payments provided for in this Agreement are contingent upon the availability of Excess TDT
Revenues derived from the tax levied under Section 25-136 of the Code and made available
under Section 25-147 of the Code to make the payments hereunder. The County shall not cause
such Excess TDT Revenues to be unavailable as a result of dilution of the funds made available



through the application process set forth in Section 25-147 of the Code through funding other
projects through such process.

3. Disbursement of County Contribution. The County Contribution shall be
disbursed according to the schedule set forth below after City submits proof of valid design,
architectural, or construction costs with certification from the Architect, or other applicable
professional, that work invoiced has been satisfactorily performed and signed by an authorized
representative of City and accompanied by invoices or receipts evidencing completion of work in
substantially the form of the cost requisition attached hereto as EXHIBIT “B.” All cost
requisitions shall be submitted to the County Administrator or designee with a copy to the
Orange County Comptroller (“Comptroller”) at the notice address set forth in Section 9 herein.
After review and approval of each requisition, the County Administrator or designee shall
instruct the Comptroller to make payment to City within 20 business days thereafter.

Upon approval of the requisition(s) by the County Administrator or designee, the
Comptroller is authorized to disburse the County Contribution to City according to the following
installment schedule:

(a)  Not to exceed $4,500,000.00 in the aggregate before October 1, 2025;
(b)  Not to exceed $8.800,000.00 in the aggregate before October 1, 2026;

(c) Not to exceed $13,075,000.00 in the aggregate before October 1, 2027;
and

(d) Not to exceed $13,100,000.00 in the aggregate on or after October 1,
2027.

6. Commemorative Plaque. Upon completion of the construction of the Complex
Project, the City agrees that a plaque shall be prominently displayed on the Complex property
acknowledging the names of the Orange County Mayor and Board of County Commissioners
and their contribution to the construction of the Complex Project.

7 City Representations and Obligations. City shall (i) diligently proceed with
the construction and improvement of the Complex in a financially responsible and commercially
reasonable manner; (ii) use the Complex as described in the Grant Application; and (iii) shall
comply with all federal, state, and local laws, ordinances, rules and regulations relating to the
construction and improvement, funding, operation, and maintenance of the Complex and the
Complex Project.

8. City Audit. The County and the Comptroller (or designee) shall have the right to
audit for compliance with the terms, conditions, obligations, limitations, restrictions and
requirements of this Agreement, the use of the County Contribution for the construction and
improvement of the Complex. Such right shall extend for a period of five (5) years after
completion of the Complex Project. City agrees to provide reasonable assistance in providing
documents, materials, data, information and records to the County and the Comptroller or
designee in the performance of these audits as requested by the Comptroller or County during the



course of this contract and the aforementioned five (5) years after the final completion of the
Complex Project. In those situations where records have been generated from computerized data
(whether mainframe, mini-computer, or PC based computer systems), the Comptroller's
representatives shall be provided with extracts of data files in computer readable format on data
disks or suitable alternative computer exchange formats. Such activity shall be conducted during
normal business hours.

9. Notices. Any notices required or allowed hereunder shall be in writing and given
by certified mail with return receipt requested, to the addresses below, or in person with proof of
delivery to the addresses below, or such other address as either party shall have specified by
written notice to the other party delivered in accordance herewith:

10. Indemnification. City agrees to the extent of the limits set forth in §768.28(5),
Fla. Stat. to defend, indemnify, and hold harmless the County, its officials and employees from
all claims, actions, losses, suits and judgments, fines, liabilities, costs and expenses (including
attorney’s fees) attributable to its negligent acts or omissions or those of its officials and
employees acting within their scope of their employment or connected in any way or arising
from performance under this Agreement. Except as specifically provided herein, the City does
not waive any defense of sovereign immunity. It is further understood and agreed by the parties
to this agreement that no officer or employee may be held personally liable except as provided
by §768.28(9), Fla. Stat. This provision shall survive termination of this Agreement.

11. Budget and Reporting Requirements. As a condition of receiving funds
pursuant to this Agreement, City acknowledges and agrees to comply with its reporting
obligations and to timely provide the following to the Comptroller and County Administrator, at
their respective notice addresses listed in Section 9 hereof:

() during construction and until completion of the Complex Project,
the City will provide semi-annual reporting of project progress to



the County and Comptroller, inclusive of project updates, budget
to actual reporting, and any other pertinent project information;

(ii)  copies of all design, construction, remodeling, replacement and
improvement documentation and any amendments thereto will be
maintained by the City and available for inspection by the County
and the County Comptroller in accordance with Section 8 herein;

(ili)  upon completion of construction of the Complex Project, the City
will certify to the County that the Complex Project has been
completed substantially in accordance with the Grant Application
attached hereto as Exhibit A;

(iv)  the City, or other party as designated by the City, shall provide a
presentation or presentations regarding the Complex Project as
may be requested by the Tourist Development Council or the
County; and

(v)  Upon successful completion of the Complex Project, the City shall
provide available annual reports on the economic impact from
events hosted at the Complex during the term of this Agreement.
Such reports shall include data on items such as average attendance
and ticket sales broken down by zip code, where applicable.

At the County’s or TDC’s discretion, CITY shall provide a presentation or presentations
regarding the Complex and/or the Complex Project as may be requested by the TDC or the
County.

12. Recordkeeping; Accounting. City will utilize accounting procedures and
practices in the maintenance of the records of receipts and disbursements of the funds
contributed by the County, as well as all its receipts and disbursement of funds, and such
procedures and practices shall be in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles.
All such records shall be open to inspection and auditing by the County, the County’s designee,
or the County Comptroller during normal business hours during the term hereof, and for a period
of five (5) years after completion of the Complex or the termination of this Agreement
whichever shall occur later. Any cost incurred by City as a result of a County audit shall be the
sole responsibility of and shall be borne by City. This provision shall survive termination of this
Agreement.

13.  Term; Termination. This Agreement shall become effective upon execution by
both parties hereto and shall continue for a period of five years following completion of the
Complex Project. Except as otherwise set forth here, this Agreement may be amended, modified,
or terminated at any time during the term of this Agreement by the mutual written agreement of
the Parties.

14.  Default by City. The occurrence of any of the following constitutes an Event of
Default by CITY:

(a) City’s failure to complete the Complex Project within five years from the
date of this Agreement;



(b) Any material representation is made by City in any communication
submitted to the County in an effort to induce the disbursement of Excess TDT
Revenues which representation is determined by the County to be materially false,
misleading, or incorrect;

(c) City’s default in the performance of any material term or covenant of this
Agreement not otherwise provided for in this section for a period of more than 30
days after its receipt of a notice of default; provided, however, that if the nature of
the default is such that it cannot reasonably be cured within such 30-day period
then CITY shall have a reasonable period of time to cure such default provided
that it diligently undertakes and pursues such cure;

(d) City’s vacating or abandoning the Complex.

In the event of a default by City, the County, may, at its option, exercise any one or more of the
following remedies: (i) declare this Agreement terminated, or (ii) exercise any and all remedies
available at law and in equity. In the event of a default by CITY under Section 14(a), this
Agreement shall automatically terminate and the County Contribution, or any portion thereof
that had not yet been disbursed, shall revert back to the County.

1S.  Default by the County. The following shall constitute a default by the
County: the County’s continued default in the performance of a material term of this Agreement
including but not limited to its obligations for disbursement of the County Contribution in
accordance with the requirements of this Agreement for a period of more than 30 days from its
receipt of written notice of such default from City. In the event of a default by the County, then
City, at its option, may exercise any one or more of the following remedies: (i) declare this
Agreement terminated; or exercise the remedy of mandamus to require the County’s
performance under the terms and conditions of this Agreement and/or an action for specific
performance. City hereby acknowledges and agrees that the only remedies available to City other
than termination are those of mandamus and specific performance and the County shall bear no
liability for direct, indirect, or consequential damages.

16.  Entire Agreement. This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the
parties hereto with respect to the subject matter hereof; any representations or statements
heretofore made with respect to such subject matter, whether verbal or written, are merged
herein. No other agreement whether verbal or written, with regard to the subject matter hereof
shall be deemed to exist.

17. No Assignment. City may not assign its rights hereunder, without the prior
written consent of the County. Failure to comply with this section may result in immediate
termination of this Agreement.

18.  No waiver. Continued performance by either party hereto, pursuant to the terms
of this Agreement, after a default of any of the terms, covenants or conditions herein shall not be
deemed a waiver of any right to terminate this Agreement for any subsequent default, and no
waiver of such default shall be construed or act as a waiver of any subsequent default.

19.  Severability. The provisions of this Agreement are declared by the parties to be
severable. However, the material provisions of this Agreement are dependent upon one another,
and such interdependence is a material inducement for the parties to enter into this Agreement.



Therefore, should any material term, provision, covenant, or condition of this Agreement be held
invalid or unenforceable by a court of competent jurisdiction, the party protected or benefited by
such term, provision, covenant, or condition may demand that the parties negotiate such
reasonable alternate contract language or provisions as may be necessary either to restore the
protected or benefited party to its previous position or otherwise mitigate the loss of protection or
benefit resulting from holding.

20.  Governing Law; Venue. Any litigation occurring as a result of this Agreement
shall be held in the courts of Orange County, Florida. This Agreement shall be governed by the
laws of the State of Florida.

21.  Headings. The headings or captions of sections or paragraphs used in this
Agreement are for convenience of reference only and are not intended to define or limit their
contents, nor are they to affect the construction of or to be taken into consideration in
interpreting this Agreement.

22.  Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in separate counterparts, all of
which taken together shall be deemed to constitute one and the same instrument.

Orange County’s Tourist Development Tax Grant Application Review Committee Opens Window to accept
applications April 1 through April 30, 2024
WHAT:

Orange County’s Tourist Development Tax Application Review Committee (ARC) will open its FY-2024 through FY-
2028 (October 1, 2024 — September 30, 2028) application funding window for capital grants in excess of $2 million
and up to and including $15 million on April 1, and will accept applications through April 30, 2024.

The ARC reviews grant applications and makes recommendations to the Tourist Development Council, with the
final decision being made by the Orange County Board of County Commissioners. The applications and supporting
materials will be accepted through the United Arts Grants Portal.

To be considered, qualified applicants must meet the minimum requirements listed below. A complete list of
requirements is included with the grant application.

e The capital project grant request should be for a dollar amount in excess of $2 million and up to and
including $15 million toward a project for the acquisition, construction, expansion, enlargement,
renovation, and equipping of eligible facilities.

e The requested project funding must be for one or more fiscal years from October 1, 2024, through
September 30, 2028.

e The project must meet the statutory guidelines for the Tourist Development Tax.

e The project must be located entirely within Orange County.

Through a new service agreement, training and application support for applicants will be available through United
Arts. There are two initial grant application information sessions for interested organizations.

In addition to attending an information session, applicants are encouraged to contact United Arts with questions
prior to applying. United Arts Staff will be available for questions until April 29 at 5 p.m. and can be reached via
email at Outreach@UnitedArtsCFL.org or by calling (407) 628-0333.

Eligibility Screening

Who can apply for TDT Funding?

State law typically requires public ownership of facilities receiving TDT Funding. The County has had past
preference for projects sponsored by governments and non-profit sponsorship groups.

One application per organization using a single application, for the same organization, project, site, or phase.
A City government may make an application for more than one project as long as they are within separate and
distinct departments and do not address the same facility, project, site or phase.

Organizational Eligibility*

Applicant (Project Sponsor) must be either:

(a) A municipality/ city government located in Orange County
OR

(b) An organization that is:

i. incorporated or authorized as a not-for-profit corporation as defined in Section 501(c)(3) or (4) of the Internal
Revenue Code of 1954, AND designated as being in compliance with s. 170 of the Internal Revenue Code of
1954, at the time of application.

The applicant organization is in good standing pursuant to Chapter 617, Florida statutes; the Internal Revenue

Description
The proposed project will provide funding to allow the City of Apopka to expand and upgrade facilities at the

Northwest Recreation Complex utilized by third-party tournament/concert/event organizers. The planned
project will help to attract larger sports tournaments and musical/cultural events.

Project Area One will bring a new quad of softball fields to the Northwest Recreation Complex, expanding the
inventory of baseball /softball sport fields at the complex. The addition of four more fields will increase the
baseball/softball field inventory at the park to 16 fields total and will increase the opportunity to host larger
tournaments in those sports at the Northwest Recreation Complex. The proposed expansion is planned for a
15+/- acre parcel of City owned property adjacent to the current Northwest Recreation Complex footprint.
These proposed upgrades include:

e Four new 230-foot softball fields, with fencing/lighting/dugouts
New concessions and restrooms building
New maintenance building
New walkways, bleachers, and water fountains
New grass parking lot

Project Area Two will bring infrastructure upgrades to the Apopka Amphitheater to make the venue more
appealing for third-party event organizers/promoters. These proposed upgrades include:
e New ticket booth/restroom building at the west amphitheater entrance
e New ADA parking at the west entrance
e Expanded loading dock to allow for additional backstage vehicles
e New upper walkway ring and connecting walkways to provide ADA access to the top of the
amphitheater lawn
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o New dedicated food truck areas with electrical hook-ups and vendor space at the top of the
amphitheater lawn

e New restroom and concession building at the top of the amphitheater lawn

e New access road from south to the top of the amphitheater lawn

Northwest Recreation Complex Background
The Northwest Recreation Complex is a large regional park owned and operated by the City of Apopka. The

park is located in northwest Orange County at 3710 Jason Dwelley Parkway, Apopka, Florida 32712 and is
made up of 272+ /- acres. The City of Apopka owns an additional 35+/- acres directly adjacent to the park
which is also identified as park land for further park development. Future planned development includes the
addition of six (6) new soccer multipurpose fields over the next three years (2024-2026), the addition of a
tennis and pickleball complex featuring ten (10) tennis courts and up to twenty (20) pickleball courts, and the
construction of a new park exit with two grass parking lots located at the park’s southern property line which
will provide better egress during large events and closer parking for the new inclusive playground to be
installed this year. The Northwest Recreation Complex is a family-oriented regional park which features a
wide variety of amenities for visitors of all ages.

Park amenities include:

Twelve baseball/softball fields

Sixteen soccer/multipurpose sport fields

The Apopka Amphitheater (1,353 cover seats plus up to addition 9,000 lawn seating)
Four tennis courts

Three basketball courts

Four sand volleyball courts

Two playgrounds, one of which will be redeveloped as an all-inclusive playground with a sensory
garden this year.

Seven pavilions

e Outdoor shaded exercise station

e Nine restroom/concession/office buildings spread throughout the park.

The Northwest Recreation Complex was also featured in the Spring 2023 cover article of the Florida Turf
Digest, which is put out by the Florida Turfgrass Association. The publication goes out state-wide to turfgrass
professionals and parks and recreation professionals. The article was written by the City of Apopka’s very
own Parks Superintendent Donnie Rowland and highlighted the successes, challenges, and daily operations
required to maintain a 300+ acre park that hosts a variety of tournaments and recreation programming. The
Apopka Parks and Recreation Department was honored to receive the opportunity to highlight the hard work
and effort that goes into maintaining the Northwest Recreation Complex for the community to the turfgrass
professionals throughout the state.

Park History
The Northwest Recreation Complex was built in two phases, with phase one constructed in 2001 developing

eight (8) baseball/softball fields, seven (7) soccer/multipurpose fields, a restroom/concession building, and a
playground. Phase two was constructed in 2009 nine and brought an additional four (4) baseball/softball
fields, additional eight (8) soccer/football/multipurpose fields, four (4) tennis courts, three (3) basketball
courts, four (4) sand volleyball courts, additional restroom/concession facilities, and the Apopka
Amphitheater. The Northwest Recreation plays host to a variety of local leagues and recreation in addition to
a large number of third-party events, including sports tournaments and musical/cultural events. The third-
party events bring visitors of all ages to the area, from across the state, region, and country.

In 2023, the park hosted five (5) large scale third-party concert events attracting over 31,000 visitors and

forty-nine (49) third-party baseball/softball tournaments attracting over 58,000 visitors. Some of the large
concerts and tournaments that have visited the park recently are listed below:

While the City of Apopka’s investments in the Northwest Recreation Complex have been and continue to
generate a tourism and economic impact for Orange County, the City of Apopka has not received any Tourism
Development Tax dollars to date. With an investment of TDT funding into the Northwest Recreation Complex
for the proposed project, the park will be able to generate an even greater impact on tourism by attracting
larger concerts, events, and sports tournaments to the area.

Project Need
While the Northwest Recreation Complex continues to be an attractive venue for a variety of sports,

recreation, musical, and cultural events and activities, there are key improvements that have been identified
which if completed, will make the park an even more attractive destination for large scale third-party events.

In 2023, the Sports Business Journal reported the Youth Sports Industry as a $30 billion dollar industry in the
United States, with the industry continuing to show signs of growth. With that growth will come the need for
additional athletic fields to host larger and larger tournaments. Many tournaments who currently utilize the
Northwest Recreation Complex have to find additional locations for their tournaments due to the number of
teams participating in a given tournament. With the addition of four (4) new softball fields, the total
inventory of baseball/softball fields at the park will increase to sixteen (16), allowing tournaments to
increase the number of teams they can bring to the park. More teams mean more visitors to the area.

Interest in the Apopka Amphitheater from third-party concert/event promoters continues to grow as more
large-scale concerts are successfully held at the park. Feedback from these promoters have centered around
the need for additional venue infrastructure to allow for easier turnkey event operations. The proposed
improvements as part of this project are on top of recent investments completed by the City of Apopka to
provide new venue perimeter fencing, which will drastically cut down on the need for third-party events to
rent temporary fencing. The proposed capital improvements will also improve the overall visitor experience
by reducing and/or eliminating the need for port-o-lets at events, provide better accessibility to vendors
around the top of the amphitheater lawn, and provide a permanent entry gate at the west side of the
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amphitheater. These improvements are aimed at reducing the equipment rental costs required by third-party
concert/event promoters and improving the visitor experience, which will in turn make the Apopka
Amphitheater an event more attractive venue for larger scale concerts.

Supporting Development
Development in the northwest corner of Orange County continues to explode, with a variety of new

developments underway and plans for even more development over the next five to ten years. The Northwest
Recreation Complex is a vital piece of the development expansion happening in this area of Orange County.
The brand-new Wyld Oaks development is currently under way in the Kelly Park Interchange (KPI) district,
which is only a few miles away from the park. Wyld Oaks and surrounding development will bring an
additional 12,900 housing units to the area, along with greater demand for businesses, retail, and shopping,
with more than $2 billion dollars already invested in development in the KPI. Not only does the Northwest
Recreation Complex provide a large regional park for residents who live nearby to recreate, the facility is also
a proven venue for hosting large third-party sports tournaments and musical/cultural events. These third-
party sports tournaments and musical/cultural events bring with them visitors who also spend money in the
area while they visit. In particular, the third-party sports tournaments are predominantly geared toward
youth sports, which means the visitors are typically families who need places to eat, shop, and provide family
entertainment while they are in the area for the tournament. The businesses in the food and beverage
industry are already reaping the benefit of the proximity to the facility, as the large influx of visitors every
weekend need places to eat and shop. Feedback received from local nearby food establishments has shown a
positive impact on weekend sales as a direct result of the third-party sports tournaments occurring at the
Northwest Recreation Complex. Attached to this application, you will find multiple letters of support from
local businesses who are benefiting from the activity happening at the Northwest Recreation Complex.

With the completion of northern section of State Road 429, which runs right through the area, the Northwest
Recreation Complex is a destination that has easy access roadway infrastructure to get visitors to and from
the area and facility. This opens the opportunity for visitors coming to the facility for a tournament or event
to stay in other areas of Orange County, where hotels options are more readily available, while still having
quick easy access to the park via State Road 429. This easy access also opens the opportunity for youth sports
tournaments to base in hotels near the theme park districts, providing families access to all that the theme
parks have to offer, while still being just a short 30-minute drive down State Road 429 for their
child/children's sporting events.

Northwest Recreation Complex Upgrades and Maintenance
The City of Apopka continues to commit to the on-going maintenance, upkeep, and upgrade of the Northwest

Recreation Complex through both the City’s Parks and Recreation Department operational budget and the
Capital Improvement Plan. The FY24 operating budget for city-wide parks and athletic complex maintenance,
including the Northwest Recreation Complex, is over $3.1 million dollars and includes 18 full time parks
maintenance professionals. In addition, $410,000 was budgeted for capital expenses, including $60,000 for
amphitheater upgrades and $150,000 for field maintenance equipment replacement. The $60,000 for
amphitheater upgrades was used to finish a new decorative metal perimeter fence at the venue, which
reduces the need of rental fencing to host a ticketed event at the Apopka Amphitheater. The approved Parks
and Recreation 5-year Capital Improvement Plan also includes the following planned projects.
