Bitblo, with Aspire Health Partners, Inc., in the total c~uitract award amount of $300,000 for

PURPOSE: 

This contract will provide funds to provide behavioral health counseling and case 
management services to children and their families who have one or more parent or guardian 
that are, or have been, incarcerated. The performance period is January 1, 2023 through 
December 31, 2025.
