UTILiTY EASEMENT 

THIS INDENTURE, made as of the last date signed below, betwee.n The School Board Of 
Oralige·County, Florida, a public corporate body organized and existing under the Constitution and the 
laws of the State of Florida, whose address is 445 West Amelia Street, Orlando, Florida 32801 ("Grantor"), 
and Orange County, Florida, a charter county and political subdivision of the State of Florida, whose 
address is P. 0. Box 1393, Orlando, Florida 32802-1393, ("Grantee"). 

WITNESSETH, that the Grantor, in consideration of the sum of $1.00 and other valuable 
considerations paid by the Grantee, the receipt whereofis hereby acknowledged, does hereby give and grant 
to the Grantee and its assigns, a perpetual, non-exclusive easement for the purpose of constructing a master 
water meter, reclaimed water and any appurtenances thereto ( the "Facilities") including installation, repair, 
replacement and maintenance of same, with full authority to enter upon, excavate, construct, repair, replace 
and maintain, as the Grantee and its assigns may deem necessary, under, upon and above the following 
described lands situate in Orange County, Florida aforesaid,"to-wit:

(the "Easement Area") 

TO HA VE AND TO HOLD said easement tmto said Grantee and its assigns forever. 

GRANTEE shall make all commercially reasonable efforts to direct its employees, contractors, 
consultants and agents to undertake all work in the Easement Area in a safe and prudent manner; and in 
such manner that the normal, orderly construction and operation of any adjacent public school is not 
unreasonably disturbed. Grantee, its succe$sors, assigns, employees, contractors; subcontractors; laborers, • 
consultants, agents, licensees, guests and invitees shall not make any use of the Easement Area which is or 
would be a nuisance or unreasonably detrimental to the construction, use or operation of any adjacent public 
school, or that would weaken, dnninish or impair the lateral or subjacent support to any improvement 
located or to be constructed on the campus of any adjacent public school. Further, Grantee shall comply 
with all applicable federal, state, and county laws, regulations and ordinances, and such permits that the 
Grantee requires, with respect to the construction, installation, repair, replacement, maintenance and use of 
the Facilities in the Easement Area; further, Grantee shall comply with Grantor's policies that are applicable 
to Grantee's activities under this easement to the extent such policies do not unreasonably impair Grantee's 
right provided herein. 

GRANTEE herein and its assigns shall have the right to clear and keep clear, out of and away from 
the Easement Area, all trees, undergrowth and other obstructions that may interfere with the normal 
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"GRANTEE"
